· All members must respect coaches, officials and volunteers and their decisions.

· All members must respect other athletes and competitors, whether from our own Club or from others.

· Must wear suitable kit for the event and the occasion.  All members are expected to wear a club vest in competition.  When coming to training athletes are expected to bring a spare top and a drink, and warm clothing and a waterproof when weather conditions dictate.
· Members are expected to pay their annual subscriptions promptly, their weekly training fees, and any costs (agreed in advance with your parents) for race entries or transport.

· Members are not permitted to smoke or consume alcohol at any time while at Club or when representing the club.
