Letter to Parents/Carers

Dear Sir or Madam

On behalf of Scarborough Athletic Club I would like to welcome your child to the Club and provide you with some information about our activities.  The Club provides opportunities for young people between the ages of 9 and 17 (after which they move into the senior section) to receive coaching and competition in cross-country, fell running, road running and track and field athletics. All coaching is by qualified coaches who are trained and have been screened for their suitability for working with young people.

The Club has been accredited with Sport Englands Clubmark, which is awarded to Clubs by Sport England and England Athletics when the Club is able to demonstrate that it meets England Athletics criteria as to competition, child protection, sports equity and ethics and club management.  Clubmark is an acknowledgement that we take these issues seriously and that we are striving to provide a high quality  and welcoming environment for young participants in the sport.

We welcome parents to all training and competitions and value your support.  We are keen to try and involve parents in the Club and would like to invite you to come and meet members and find out more about the Club.

Training sessions take place on Tuesday at 6.50 pm at Graham School and finish at 8.00 pm. Those athletes adjudged by the coaches to be of a sufficient standard may also train with the seniors on a Monday and Thursday evening.

Arrangements should be made for your child to travel to and from training sessions and  races.  We appreciate it if children can arrive promptly and are collected promptly at the end of the session, if they are not making their own way home.  If you are going to be late picking up your child please inform the Group coach when dropping off your child.

Your child should always bring clothing appropriate to the weather, such as waterproof jacket, bright top in winter, a drink, and any inhaler if it is used.  To complete for the club a club vest is required at a cost of £12.50.  Training costs 50p per session, an annual subscription of £15 (family £32) is also payable. You are also expected to pay entry fees for County, Northern and national competitions, fees for league races are paid by the club.

We would be grateful if you would complete the attached membership form.  For the safety of your child it is important that the Club is informed of any medical condition or allergies that may be relevant should your child fall ill or be involved in an accident while at the Club.
